Student roles in the program include
assisting with the organisation and
delivery of the KGT soccer tournament,
assisting with the Skill Up (job skills)

and English language (Aussie English
Unpacked) programs where relevant, and
helping to create a positive and welcoming
environment for participants. There will
also be an expectation to attend some
planning meetings.
