2.	 Apply for an ACU course through your Tertiary Admissions Centre (QTAC, VTAC or UAC) once applications 
open in August.

While all volunteering is valuable and highly regarded by ACU, there are limited spaces in each course. Your 
application will be assessed against others for the same course. If successful, your ACU offer is conditional on you 
meeting the prerequisite and minimum entry score requirements for your chosen course*.

SUBJECT BONUS* 
The Subject Bonus scheme recognises the solid link between performance in Year

ACCESS ACU
There are three ways that you can receive bonus points to encourage you to access 
opportunities at ACU.

EDUCATIONAL ACCESS SCHEMES

ELITE ATHLETE AND PERFORMER PROGRAM 
The Elite Athlete and Performer Program recognises commitments that may have impacted your high school 
academic performance. The program is designed to support students in maintaining sporting and performance 
excellence while undertaking university studies. As a future student and elite athlete or performer, you may 
receive up to five bonus points when you apply to ACU. Student athletes and performers benefit from flexible 
timetables, academic support, and financial scholarships to assist with the pressure of studies and elite competition 
requirements.

SPECIAL TERTIARY ADMISSIONS TEST (STAT)
Non-recent school leaver applicants are those who never completed Year 12, or who didn’t complete Year 12 in 
the same year they applied for university. These applicants often don’t have a recent academic history, but can  
still apply to university and be accepted into a course.

The Special Tertiary Admissions Test (STAT) is a two-hour, multiple-choice aptitude test that allows applicants 
who are 21 years or older to demonstrate their potential for tertiary study. A good STAT result can also be used to 
satisfy the English prerequisite if this is required for entry to your chosen course.

All states and territories regularly hold the Special Tertiary Admissions Test and you can register to sit the next test 
through your relevant Tertiary Admissions Centre (VTAC, UAC or QTAC). Visit acu.edu.au/stat for more information.

FACULTY PATHWAYS

Associate degrees can be used to gain direct entry to the 
corresponding bachelor course, and you can gain credit for the 
study you’ve done.

ACU DIPLOMAS (ONE YEAR FULL-TIME)
The grades from your diploma can be used to calculate an entry 
score, which will be considered when you apply for a bachelor 
degree.

VET PATHWAYS – ACUcom
ACUcom is the team at ACU which conducts 
vocational education training (VET) pathway 
courses. 

Completing an ACUcom VET course can lead to 
direct entry to the corresponding bachelor course. 
Qualifications are available across a range of study 
areas, including: nursing, exercise science, and 
education.

All ACUcom VET courses are offered in Melbourne, 
with some offered in Brisbane and Ballarat.

TAFE AND REGISTERED TRAINING

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IT’S AFFORDABLE
As a university student, you’ll need to consider a range of expenses such as student fees, service and 
amenities fees, books, uniforms, and living costs. But you’ll find plenty of support, and you won’t have to 
pay everything upfront.

STUDENT FEES 
Most undergraduates are Commonwealth supported (CSP) students who can defer payment through the Higher 
Education Loan Program (HELP). The range of loan schemes which allow you to defer some or all of your tuition 
fees include:

HECS-HELP: Helps eligible CSP students pay their tuition fees
SA-HELP: Helps eligible students pay their Student Services and Amenities Fee
FEE-HELP: Helps eligible fee-paying students pay their tuition fees
ABSTUDY: Provides support to Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander students
AUSTUDY: A means-tested payment for full-time students aged 25 years and over

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UNI TERMINOLOGY

ASSOCIATE DEGREE
A qualification requiring two years of 
full-time study, or part-time equivalent. 
You could receive credit for this study 
toward a bachelor degree.

ASSUMED KNOWLEDGE
Some university courses assume you 
have studied certain subjects at school.  
It is best to do the recommended 
subjects to avoid getting behind at 
university, however it’s not compulsory. 

ATAR/OP 
Australian Tertiary Admission Rank (OP/
Overall Position in QLD). The score you 
receive from your VCE/HSC/QCE/Year 12 
tertiary studies, based on an overall 
ranking of your performance against 
other Year 12 students in the same year.

BACHELOR DEGREE
Also known as an undergraduate 
qualification, which requires three to 
four years of full-time study, or 
part-time equivalent.

BRIDGING COURSE
If you would like to prepare further  
for university study, or don’t meet the 
assumed knowledge or prerequisite 
requirements, an intensive bridging 
course will help you get prepared.

COMMONWEALTH SUPPORTED 
PLACE
A university place awarded to eligible 
students, whereby the Australian 
Government contributes to the cost.  
You will need to pay a portion, known  
as the student contribution. You will be 
prompted to complete the necessary 
paperwork upon enrolment.

CORE UNIT
A subject you must complete as part  
of your degree.

COURSE CUT-OFFS
The ATAR score or OP/Rank required to 
gain access to a course. You can use the 
previous year’s course cut-offs as a 
guide. Factors that affect the course 
cut-offs include the number of places 
available for a course, the number of 
applicants and the academic results of 
each applicant.

CREDIT POINTS
The value attached to a unit (subject).  
You need to obtain a certain number of 
credit points to complete your degree.

DEFER 
Guarantees your place at university, but 
delays enrolment for up to 12 months. 
You could take a gap year, volunteer or 
work. 

DIPLOMA
A qualification requiring one year of 
full-time study, or part-time equivalent.

DOUBLE DEGREE
Two degrees undertaken at the same 
time – it will take less time to complete 
them together than if you did them 
separately.

EDUCATIONAL ACCESS SCHEME 
(EAS) – NSW/ACT 
Assists NSW and ACT applicants who 
have experienced long-term 
educational disadvantage.  
Visit uac.edu.au/eas for more 
information.

EDUCATIONAL ACCESS SCHEME 
(EAS) – QUEENSLAND 
Assists Queensland applicants who 
have experienced difficult 
circumstances that negatively 
impacted their studies.

ELECTIVE UNIT
A subject you can select that is not a 
mandatory inclusion in your course. 

ENROLMENT
Once you receive an offer into a 
university course, you will need to 
register your subject choices.

ENTRY REQUIREMENTS 
The minimum qualifications required 
for entry into a course, eg a minimum 
entry score, specific subjects or an 
audition/interview.

FACULTY
An academic department within a 
university, which specialises in a 
particular field.

HONOURS 
An additional year of full-time study 
attached to your bachelor degree to 
allow for greater understanding and 
specialisation.

LECTURE 
A formal class conducted by an 
academic lecturer.

MAJOR
A specialisation in your bachelor 
degree, which comprises about eight 
units (subjects). You will be able to 
tailor your major, and can usually 
complete more than one in a degree.

MINOR
A sub-specialisation in your bachelor 
degree – usually four subjects.

 
 

NON-RECENT SCHOOL LEAVER
If you are not completing Year 12 at the 
time you submit your TAC application, 
you are considered a non-recent school 
leaver.

ORIENTATION 
An introduction to university life, 
facilities, and your area of study before 
the start of your first semester.

POSTGRADUATE 
A course of study, usually following on 
from a bachelor degree, allowing for 
more in-depth research and 
specialisation. This may be a certificate, 
diploma, masters degree or a PhD.

PREREQUISITE SUBJECTS 
Year 11 and 12 subjects you must 
successfully complete to be eligible for 
entry into a course (there may be an 
alternative entry option like completing 
a TAFE or university bridging course).

PROFESSIONAL PLACEMENT 
Practical training in a work 
environment, which may be part of your 
degree.

RECOMMENDED STUDIES
Year 11 and 12 subjects that will 
prepare you for your degree, but are not 
compulsory. 

SCHOOL 
A department specialising in a 
particular field within a faculty 
(academic department) of a university.

SPECIAL ENTRY ACCESS SCHEME 
(SEAS) – VICTORIA 
Assists Victorian applicants who have 
experienced disadvantage that 
impacted their studies.

TUTORIAL 
A small class in which discussion and 
questions are encouraged. Tutorials are 
conducted in addition to lectures, and 
attendance may contribute to your final 
mark.

UNDERGRADUATE
When you start university, you’ll be an 
undergraduate student, working 
towards your bachelor or associate 
degree.

UNIT 
A subject within a course. Each subject 
or unit has a specified number of credit 
points that counts towards your degree.

Undergraduate degrees are typically for school leavers, or  
non-recent school leavers who are seeking another qualification 
for a new career.

To be eligible for entry to ACU, school leavers must normally have 
completed Year 12 studies and gained an OP or Rank (Qld) or ATAR 
(NSW, ACT, Vic). 

If you have not completed Year 12, or are a non-recent school leaver, 
you will be assessed on evidence of equivalent knowledge, experience, 
and/or qualifications. This might include completing an ACU pathway 
program, VET or TAFE course, or sitting the STAT.

The Bachelor of Speech Pathology encompasses all aspects of speech 
pathology practice, including: speech disorders (developmental and 
acquired), language disorders (developmental and acquired), voice 
disorders, fluency disorders, hearing disorders, multimodal communication, 
and swallowing disorders.

COURSE DESCRIPTION
This program will prepare graduates to be nutritionists. Nutritionists help 
communicate nutrition science to the public and advise the community 
about food choices for healthy eating. Studies in nutrition therefore include 
the nutritive value of foods, the nutrients that bodies need at different 
stages of development, and the role that nutrients and diet play in health 
promotion and disease prevention. 
Good nutrition is closely linked to prioritised national health concerns in 
Australia, such as obesity, diabetes, and cardiovascular disease – most of 
which are preventable through healthy lifestyle. 
ACU’s Bachelor of Nutrition Science focuses on general healthcare, 
chronic disease management, Indigenous health, and other emerging 
areas of need in the industry. The course will appeal to anyone interested 
in a nutrition career, including working in public and private industries, 
hospitals, public health sectors, e-health and tele-health, nutrition 
communications, food science, and research and development sectors.
The program will also provide the basis for postgraduate studies in 
dietetics. Dietitians treat disease through diet and therefore require further 
studies and clinical practice in health settings.
